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Abstract

This research article aims: 1) to study the elements and linguistic artistry in children's
stories; 2) to develop an innovation for enhancing creative storytelling skills among international
students; and 3) to examine learners' satisfaction after using the innovation. The study analyzed 15
award-winning stories from the Office of the Basic Education Commission (OBEC) between 2020—
2025, using conceptual frameworks on language use, story elements and techniques, and moral
themes. After analyzing the elements and linguistic artistry in children's stories, the findings were
used to develop the innovation for creative storytelling skills for international students and to create a
learner satisfaction questionnaire post-innovation use.

The research results revealed that: 1) Elements and linguistic artistry in children's stories
prominently feature seven word types (compound words, repeated words, stacked words, greeting
words, reinforcing words, calling words, and vocative words), three sentence types (declarative
sentences, interrogative sentences, and imperative sentences), and five figures of speech (simile,
metaphor, personification, hyperbole, and onomatopoeia). Story elements and techniques include
appropriate plot structure, characters, and settings, while moral themes reflect virtues such as self-
sacrifice, honesty, and responsibility. 2) The analysis results were used to create the innovation as an
online electronic medium, divided into four learning units: Unit 1 - Learning language use in stories;
Unit 2 - Learning story elements and techniques; Unit 3 - Learning plot structuring and practicing
story writing; and Unit 4 - Drafting and creating creative stories. When experimentally applied to the
sample group, the innovation for developing creative storytelling skills achieved an efficiency
(E1/E2) of 70.78/74.08, exceeding the set standard of 70/70. And 3) Students expressed high
satisfaction with the innovation, which promoted understanding of Thai language use, plot
structuring, and character creation, enabling learners to write Thai stories more accurately and
creatively. This demonstrates that the developed innovation is effective and suitable for application
in enhancing writing skills among international students.
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
