even though they are stakeholders. This resulted in the community taking action to fight
and negotiate with the state's authority to protect the Boonruang community forest
through important operations, including: 1) using local knowledge, 2) using local wisdom,
beliefs, and rituals, 3) displaying symbols of resistance and protecting community rights,
and 4) coordinating with cooperation networks at both the local and national levels.
The result of the movement and negotiation strategies of the Boonruang
community resulted in the state canceling the establishment of the industrial estate in
the Boonruang community forest area and changing the policy of the Chiang Rai Special
Economic Zone to promote and support investment without the need for state land
acquisition. However, to prevent conflicts in the land ownership system between the
state and the people that are likely to occur in the future, while at the same time
creating a balance in development based on natural resources and respect for the rights
of local communities, the guidelines are as follows: 1) conducting a study and
understanding of the area and stakeholders, 2) creating a process for public participation,

and 3) improving land laws and reinterpreting and understanding them.

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Abstrat

The study of the approach to co-use of land ownership system between the
state and the people in the Chiang Khong Special Economic Zone, Chiang Rai Province,
aims to 1) study the problem of conflict in the land ownership system between the
state and the people in the Chiang Khong Special Economic Zone, Chiang Rai Province,
and 2) propose the approach to resolve the problem of conflict in the land ownership
system between the state and the people in the Chiang Khong Special Economic Zone,
Chiang Rai Province, using the case study area of Boonruang Community Forest,
Boonruang Subdistrict, Chiang Khong District. The study used qualitative research
methods through document study, interviews, and focus group discussions.

The study results found that changing the public land of Boonruang
Community Forest to establish an industrial estate under the special economic
development zone caused conflict between the state and local people, resulting from
different perspectives and definitions of the land ownership system. From the state’s
perspective, which has the power to control land as a national resource, it is
appropriate to use the Boonruang Community Forest, which is a public area that is
degraded and unused, to create value through the establishment of an industrial
estate to support both trade and investment, with the main goal of economic benefits.
Meanwhile, the community believes that even though Boonruang Community Forest
is a public area, it is an important natural resource for living and is part of the
community’s way of life. Therefore, it is the community’s right according to customary
tradition to manage, protect, and preserve it for the benefit of local people. Therefore,
if the government revokes the Boonruang Community Forest land to establish an
industrial estate, it will directly affect the villagers and the community, whether it is
