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Research on Studied the results of integrated learning management using
Active Learning of students in the Language Styles in Thai Literature course at Chiang
Rai Rajabhat University. The objective is to study the results of integrated learning
management using Active Learning. To compare the results of integrated learning
management using Active Learning and to evaluate the quality of integrated learning
management using Active Learning of third-year students in the subject Language
Styles in Thai Literature. Chiang Rai Rajabhat University. The sample group consisted
of third-year students in the Thai language department. Thai Culture and Subject
Program Faculty of Humanities, a total of 17 people, by selecting a purposive
sampling group from students enrolled in the language style course in Thai literature.
Thai Language Major, Semester 1/2023, Chiang Rai Rajabhat University. The tools used
in the research include learning management plans. Course on language style in Thai
literature for 3rd-year students, 6plans, pre- and post-study achievement test It is a
4-choice multiple-choice test with 40 questions and a quality assessment of
integrated learning management using Active Learning for third-year students in the
subject Language Styles in Thai Literature. Statistics used in the research include

percentage, mean, standard deviation, and t-test statistics.

The results of the study were found: 1) The results of the integrated learning
management using Active Learning were 82.35% the post-study achievement was
determined from the main scores from the integrated learning management using
Active Learning. Represented as 83.38 per cent 2) The mean score of the results of

integrated learning management using Active Learning before class was equal to 8.88



and after class was equal to 16.53, respectively. It was found that scores after
studying were higher than before the study at a statistical significance of .05. 3) The
results of evaluating the quality of integrated learning management using Active
Learning were overall at a high level (X = 4.44). The item with the highest mean
value was that students had the opportunity to exchange knowledge and express

their opinions throughout the learning activities (X = 4.76), followed by that teachers
had clear and accurate tools for measuring and evaluating students. must be (X =
4.71) and the teacher allows every group of learners to jointly analyze the content

and create knowledge by themselves (X = 4.65).
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
