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Abstract

The objectives of this research were: 1) to create and develop an online instructional innovation for
enhancing research article writing skills among undergraduate students of the Faculty of Education,
Chiang Rai Rajabhat University; 2) to study the results of using the online instructional innovation in
improving research article writing skills; and 3) to evaluate the students' satisfaction with the use of
the online instructional innovation. The sample group consisted of 23 undergraduate students from
the Faculty of Education, Chiang Rai Rajabhat University, enrolled in the course SIL4801: Teaching
Practice in Educational Institutions 4 during the first semester of the academic year 2025. The
sample was selected through purposive sampling. The research instrument was an online
instructional package focusing on the functions and writing strategies of each component of a
research article. The package consisted of five instructional activities: writing the title and
introduction, writing the methodology, writing the results and discussion, writing the conclusion and
abstract, and evaluating the research article. The total instructional time was 10 hours. The statistics

used in the data analysis were mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

The research findings revealed that: 1) the developed online instructional innovation effectively
focused on the functions and writing strategies of each part of a research article and included five
activities as mentioned, with a total development time of 10 hours; 2) the students who participated
in the program demonstrated significantly higher quality in their research article writing after the
intervention at the .05 level of statistical significance; and 3) the students’ satisfaction with the use
of the online instructional innovation was at a high level, with an average score of 4.07 and a
standard deviation of 0.49.
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
