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Abstrat

This study explores challenges faced by Chinese and Thai students in mass
media courses, specifically examining their perspectives on diverse activities and peer
review. The central research question focuses on the impact of language barriers on
student participation and the unique viewpoints of Chinese and Thai students in Mass
Media courses. The overarching objective is to investigate the effects of language
barriers on student learning experiences. A total of 47 participants, including 32
individuals aged 21-23, 15 individuals aged 18-20, and an experienced instructor,
engage in the study. Results indicate that language barriers significantly hindered
effective student participation, influencing communication and collaboration within
groups. Students often resorted to translation tools like Google Translate to bridge
linguistic gaps. The findings underscore the necessity for targeted language support
initiatives and communication workshops to enhance cross-cultural collaboration. In
conclusion, while the instructor's efforts to foster inclusivity through diverse activities
and peer review are commendable, addressing language challenges is crucial for

effective cross-cultural collaboration.
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
