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The purpose of this Results of learning management using writing teaching
techniques in the control group. To develop Chinese writing skills of students in the
Chinese language teaching program, Faculty of Education, Chiang Rai Rajabhat
University.

This research aimed to develop and determine the effectiveness of a lesson
plan using semi-controlled writing instruction to enhance Chinese writing skills
among students in the Chinese Teaching Program, Faculty of Education, Chiang Rai
Rajabhat University, based on the 80/80 efficiency criterion. Additionally, it sought to
compare students' Chinese writing skills before and after the learning process and
examine students' satisfaction with the semi-controlled writing instruction
approach.The sample group comprised 18 students enrolled in a Chinese writing
course during the first semester of the 2023 academic year, selected using cluster
random sampling. The research instruments included five semi-controlled writing
lesson plans, a 20-item Chinese writing achievement test, and a 15-item satisfaction
questionnaire. Data were analyzed using percentage, mean, and standard deviation

(S.D.).

The research findings revealed that:

1.The effectiveness index of the lesson plan using semi-controlled writing
instruction was E1/E2 = 81.50/85.44, which exceeded the predetermined criterion,

indicating that the lesson plan was effective and suitable for instructional use.

2.A comparison of students’ Chinese writing achievement before and after

the implementation of semi-controlled writing instruction showed a significant



improvement in post-test scores. The t-test analysis yielded a t-value of 10.08,

indicating a statistically significant difference at the .05 level.

3 .The analysis of students' satisfaction with the semi-controlled writing
instruction approach showed an overall satisfaction level of 4.58 (S.D. = 0.51),
classified as "very high." In terms of specific aspects, the highest-rated aspect was
the usefulness of the learning process (M = 4.61, S.D. = 0.51), followed by the
learning environment (M = 4.59, S.D. = 0.52) and learning activities (M = 4.55, S.D. =
0.50). At the item level, students reported the highest satisfaction with the ability to
use vocabulary accurately and appropriately in sentences (M = 4.78, S.D. = 0.43),
followed by active participation in writing exercises and discussions with instructors
and classmates (M = 4.72, S.D. = 0.46) and overall enjoyment of the learning

activities (M = 4.67, S.D. = 0.49).
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
