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Abstract

The objectives of this research were (1) to develop a Thai listening-speaking
textbook for foreign learners at the CEFR A2 level with the efficiency criterion of
80/80, and (2) to study learners’ satisfaction with the developed textbook. This study
employed a Research and Development (R&D) design based on the ADDIE Model.
The sample consisted of 30 Chinese students enrolled in the Thai language program at
the Language Institute and Global Affairs, Chiang Rai Rajabhat University, during the
second semester of the 2024 academic year, selected through purposive sampling. The
research instruments included the developed Thai listening-speaking textbook, an
achievement test, and a learner satisfaction questionnaire. The findings revealed that
the textbook obtained an average Index of Item-Objective Congruence (IOC) of 0.87,
while the reliability of the achievement test and satisfaction questionnaire were 0.83
and 0.91 respectively, indicating good to very good reliability. The efficiency of the
textbook was 84.29/85.73, exceeding the 80/80 criterion. A paired-sample t-test showed
that post-test scores (M = 85.73) were significantly higher than pre-test scores (M =
38.47) at the .01 level, confirming the effectiveness of the textbook in enhancing
learners’ listening and speaking skills. In addition, learners’ satisfaction with the
textbook was at a high level (M = 4.46), particularly regarding its usefulness and
learning activities. These results suggest that the developed textbook is of high quality,
practical for classroom use, and contributes to the improvement of Thai as a Foreign
Language (TFL) instruction in accordance with international standards.
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
